is a genre that is set in the future and, for instance, deals with future
scientific or technological advances. The purpose of this kind of fiction is typically to
warn about changes in society.

is a genre intended to scare and shock its reader. The main character is
typically a villain or, for instance, a monster. The setting is often a gothic castle, a
haunted house, or a small town which on the surface seems very idyllic.
